Maori Poi Ball…Poi Skirt, Top, White shorts, Headband, Poi balls, Necklace & anklet, Pink Ballet Shoes 

Breakdance…Stretch Pants, Uniform shirt, Soft Tennis shoes 

Pinocchio…Dress, White tights, “Flower bow” in Curly Hair, White gloves, Sticks w/rope,Tap shoes  

(Parents all black) 

Master Mix…Cargo pants, Camo Top, Black tank shirt, Glove, Beanie or bandana, Jazz shoes  

He Said, She Said…Outfit, Company tights, Glove, High Ponytail, Hair piece, Black knee pads, Jazz shoes   

Swing…Men; White shirt, black pants, Girls; Black leotard, Red Skirt, Pony tail, jazz shoes 

Tamure Paumotu Teens…Bikini, Skirt, Leis, Anklets, Head Fern, ii ii’s 

Rockin Robin…Dress, Hat, Company tights, Gloves, Low hair Bun, Red-bowed Tap shoes

All Company Make-up: Red Lips, Medium Blue Eye Shadow, Dark Pink Cheeks, Brown 
Accent Eye Shadow.  Must be same color palette-

Hair Supplies: Extra Hair-matching Bobby Pins (always double cross bobby pins on all hair 
pieces), Hair-matching Hair Nets, Hair Spray, Hair-matching Hair Ties. 
 
Costume Tips: Always Hand Wash Costumes and Drip Dry! (never machine wash or dry-
clean). Bring extra safety pins. All COSTUMES ARE TO BE HUNG-UP AND KEPT IN A 
GARMENT BAG, WITH YOUR NAME WRITTEN ON EVERYTHING! 
 
All Company Tights: All routines require company tights under your costume. Same color: 
Light Suntan. Tights may be available at the studio for dancers who do not already have them. 
 
Extras: Please no colored nail polish, clear only. No rings or other personal jewelry. Bring 
extra water and healthy snacks.
